· Prepare your “elevator speech” to make sure it includes the request of someone to register as a donor.  (For information on how to tell your story, go to DonateLifeAmerica.org and click on the 20 Million in 2012 image.) 
· View Stories of Hope at DonateLifeAmerica.org or on Donate Life America’s Facebook (facebook.com/donatelife) page for examples of how to tell your story.

· Give Hope Cards to all of those around you (neighbors, friends, coworkers, club members, parishioners, even family members) who may not have registered as a donor – likely not because they are not supportive of donation but because they “just haven’t gotten around to it” or because no one has asked them.

· Upload the electronic version of the Hope Card to your Facebook page and have others comment on or share it.
· Take a picture of a person you gave the Hope Card to -- maybe even one of them registering with their state donor registry -- and share it.
· One of the goals of the 20 Million in 2012 campaign is to reach out to Americans over 50.  So, think in terms of those around you in that category and use a Hope Card to let them know they are never too old to Donate Life.

· Got any new drivers in your family?  Not sure if they registered when they got their license?  Share your story, give them a Hope Card, and encourage them to register and be hope for others.

· Any procrastinators in your circle of friends?  (26% of the US population according to our research) Challenge them to make this the year of registering to become a donor and providing hope.

· Are you the procrastinator? Tell your motivating story as part of your holiday correspondence and provide a Hope Card to those on your mailing list.  Even at year’s end, you can make a difference.  
· Tell your story within your company, neighborhood, book club, girls’ night out club, Rotary club, etc., and share Hope Cards.
